| am very excited to present the 2013 Juneau Police Department Annual Report. The 2013 Annual Report will highlight the
general crime trends of the City and Bureau of Juneau, activities of the Juneau Police Department, and significant personnel
changes associated with the people who make up the Juneau Police Department.

Thisreport is designed to provide usable information regarding trends and crime statistics that may impact the individual
citizen. Thisreport starts with that information so the reader can get a quick synopsis of where crime trends are moving.
The remainder of the report is dedicated to a more personal |ook at the Juneau Police Department.

For the second year in arow since its peak in 2010, the overall crime trend is down. Juneau experienced a 13.83% decrease
inviolent and part | crimes from 2011 to 2012. Crime rates change for a variety of reasons. The rates have been tied to the
age of the population, economic factors, substance abuse rates, and communities engaging in crime prevention tactics like
improving lighting. This drop in the crime rate reflects those issues and includes the enforcement work of the police
department and community policing partnerships between the Juneau Police Department and other groups. One
development during 2012 involves an issue important to me personally. Juneau saw the formation of a mental health court
to divert those with mental health challenges away from low level crimeinto services and support. The Juneau Police
Department is proud to play its part in this shared community achievement of falling crime rates.

The Juneau Police Department has experienced significant change since the last annual report. Chief Greg Browning and
Assistant Chief Page Decker have both retired. Administrative Manager Cindee Brown-Mills has |eft for another
opportunity. | would like to personally thank each of them for their years of dedicated and professional service. Through
their leadership | have found the Juneau Police Department to be an incredibly high functioning and professiona
organization.

The people here at the Juneau Police Department are talented, motivated, caring professionals and it is my honor to associate
with them and to wear the uniform of the Juneau Police Department. | thank each of them for their dedicated service. |
would like to thank City Manager Kim Kiefer, Mayor Merrill Sanford, the entire Assembly, and all the citizens of Juneau
for your continued support to the Juneau Police Department.
