The Cascade Point Ferry Terminal is a bad idea. This is not a benefit to the traveling public. It has been talked about and
discarded numerous times over the years - as it is not feasible. If your goal is to hamstring the residents of Haines and Skagway -
this will do it. Our governor has neglected and ignored the ferry system because he has no clue what his constituents lives are
like. He has not had to ride or depend on our ferries - which he has allowed to languish in disrepair. This might change if his only
means of travel were via the Alaska State Ferry. He might learn a thing or two about what his constituents have to put up with.

Both rely on a yet-to-be-built ferry terminal at Cascade Point, about 30 miles north of Juneau.

The state signed an initial contract for that project this summer, a move that sparked criticism in the upper Lynn Canal but
was welcomed by a mining company planning an ore shipping facility in the same location.
